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Last week, we learned how the Holy Spirit came in power to fill believers with Gods presence. This was the birth
of Jesus’ church. This week, we begin our journey in following the Holy Spirit’s Power and POWER, PURPOSE and PLAN
in leading His people to live out Jesus’ command to make disciples of all nations. The Holy Spirit’s power is evident in

the MIRACLES that occurred on a regular basis, and the BOLDNESS of followers in proclaiming the Good News of Jesus.

This we see that Holy Spirit’s plan to carry the message of hope to the ends of the earth begins with the Jews in
Jerusalem.
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Jesus' church is not a place, an organization or an institution. Jesus’ church is people —the redeemed children of
God. People who were hopelessly lost in sin and destined for death and destruction, but were given new life and new
hope in a restored relationship with our Father God through Jesus’ blood shed on the cross. Jesus is active in His Church
by His presence in His believers in the Person of the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit empowers His people to live out their
identities as children of God in a way that the world can see.
